	Public Speaking

Cllr Lees spoke to the Masterplan consultation regarding the Ashbourne Airfield Site. It was noted that Phase 1 (circa 290 homes plus commercial use) was expected to go to Reserved Matters by the end of 2024.  Phase 1 is not within Bradley Parish,

Phase 2 however will impact on a corner of Bradley Parish and the Parish Council will therefore be a statutory consultee in this matter.  

Councillors raised concerns regarding the attenuation pond within Phase 1 

It was noted the Severn Trent Water, and the Environment Agency were of the opinion that there is sufficient water capacity within the pumping station to service the site.  

Concern was raised re the infrastructure e.g. suitability of the roads, number of school places etc.

A question was raised regarding the appointment of planning Officers and enforcement staff with in DCCC.  Cllr Lees indicated that Planning Enforcement and Pre-Planning Advice is now fully staffed and functioning normally.

	Chairman’s Announcements 

Cllr Dutton indicated he had attended the recent Flood Action Planning meeting..  

The inspection of Mill Dam Lane had yet to take place.  Cllr Illsley re confirmed his offer to be liaison in respect of any rodding works.

There are still potholes on Westways, Yew Tree Lane and Bradley Hall Farm.  Cllr Bull to chase with DCC Highways. 

No progress has been made with Open reach regarding the improvement of Wi-Fi within the outlying properties within the Parish.  BT have indicated they do not have sufficient funds to update this.  It was noted that although this is a poor answer from Openreach there appears to be nothing the Parish Council can do to progress the matter further at this time.

The internal audit has signed off the annual accounts with no issues arising.

Them flooding on Hadley Lane near Rose Cottage is being investigated by STW.  It is believed to originate from a culvert.


Re flood area near Pinfold Farm. I  was noted that parishioners were working on ways to clear the drainage ditch by way of jetting and use of industrial machinery available privately.

There has been a delay in the installation of the road signs due to staffing shortages at DDDC.  They have confirmed installation will take place by the end of the financial year, Cllr Lees to chase.

The parish verge mowing by CPJ will take place shortly.  This has been budgeted as 4 hours work.

Discussion took place on the lack of Councillor training outside working hours.  It was Resolved that the clerk contact DALC to see if evening and or recorded webinar event could be made available 



4 PCSOs have been recruited for the Ashbourne area which include Bradley.  It was hoped that speed checks would be undertaken end ed of school day for safety purposes.
