Cllr Dutton has sent the full roads survey to DCC and is awaiting a response from  the highways Inspectors in respect of a site visit.

The owner of Pinfold Farm has jetted out the blocked highway drain adjacent to his property to a length of 4 metres.  This appears to have removed the blockage and water is draining freely.

Dye is to be put through the drain at Hadley Lane and Mill Damn Lane in an attempt to  locate the route of the piping and look at how to improve the highway drainage same,

Cllr Illsley was formally thanked for all his hard work regarding the grit bins over the winter.

Road signs are to be installed by DDDDC in April/May.
