It was confirmed that the mow a Three Ways had been completed. 

DDDC had confirmed that the street name partes would be installed before the financial year end. 

Cllr Dutton spoke to his attendance at the DCC Open Evening which was very informative.  He confirmed that the DCC highway contact was charlotte.cupit@derbyshire .gov.uk.  Copies of documentation available at the meeting was circulated to all councillors.  It was noted that budgetary constraints are affecting the amount of work the highway authority are able to undertake. 

The water erosion on Milldam Lane and Dog Kennel Lane has been reported to the Highway Authority.

A large pothole adjacent to the church has also been reported to DCC.

It was noted that as Bradley has only single-track roads the passing places are not part of the highway and do not come under the remit of DCC.

Discussion took place on the recent crime incident in the village and police presence, it was noted that there was no victim support or crime number available, and the perpetrators vehicle remained parked on the road until they collected it as police indicated they did not have the powers to remove.   

It was noted that historically there had been a Neighbourhood Watch group, but this had generally been taken over the by village WhatsApp group.
